Superbly rich with ripe elegant tannins

The character is somewhat "wild", a little brambly with hints of nutmeg, cinnamon, dark spices, with 
vanilla scents and a distinct, concentrated red-fruit focus 

  

   Campaccio, Terrabianca, Tuscany, Italy 2004 £49 
Sangiovese-cabernet blend with intense berry and spice nose   
   
Château Ksasa, Bekaa Valley, Lebanon  1999 £45 
Produced near chateau musar, this is a pure reserve cabernet sauvignon that is showing a wonderful 
maturity and elegance. A pasha’s trove of tart juicy cherries, mulberries and pomegranates,sweet spice 
and essential oils from wild mountain herbs. 

  

   
Glaetzer Shiraz, Barossa Valley, South Australia 1997 £80 
A blockbuster, massive wine, the dense ruby/purple-colored 1997 shiraz tips the scales at 14% alcohol. 
Full-bodied, with low acidity, terrific intensity, and explosive levels of fruit and glycerin, terrific 92/100

Le Demoiselle de Sociando Mallet, Medoc, Bordeaux, France 1989 £75  
Dark-ruby color, and a lovely fresh berry, raspberry and floral nose. Medium-bodied, with silky tannins 
and a medium, fruity aftertaste 

  

   
Mitolo G.A.M Shiraz, Mclaren Vale, South Australia  2001 £82  
The very first ben glaetzer mitolo red, dark ruby red, the nose is still all dark fruit with spices, but it has 
softened on the palate and taken on a much more nuanced expression. Very balanced and smooth, still 
has nice tannins that have softened somewhat but indicate that this wine will last several more years at 
least. Kind of like sophia loren at 40, still going to be beautiful for years. 

  

   
Burlotto Barolo, Piemonte, Italy 2003 £63 
Sweet spices, pipe tobacco, dark bitter chocolate, fleshy fruit and leafy notes on the nose. The palate is 
fruit laden and silky. Delicious! 

  

   
Vina Tondonia Gran Riserva, R Lopez de Heredia, Rioja Alta, Spain 1985 £98 
Knockout ethereal nose combines strawberry, minerals, maple syrup, black toffee, truffle and autumn 
leaves. Juicy, pungent, precise and minerally; a chambolle style of rioja, weightless in the best possible 
way. Dry, brisk and fresh, with penetrating cherry fruit. This will get your salivary glands working. 
Finishes bright, subtle and long, with easygoing, perfectly integrated tannins and a whiplash of flavor. 94

Hermitage La Chapelle, Jaboulet, Rhone Valley, France 1994 £167 
The nose has sweet cedar with a bit of smoke and deep, brooding cherry notes that fade slowly to a pot 
pourri of red fruit with a hint of dark chocolate. the palate is both massive and elegant. big, beautiful 
luscious juicy fruit balanced by a backbone of subtle, soft tannins - the purity of fruit is reminiscent of fine
